Environment checklist 
· The physical environment within the educational setting is well maintained, pleasant and risk-free. 

· There is a peace zone or quiet place available within the setting for children/young people and adults to utilise.

· Children and young people thrive in the setting’s environment, which promotes and meets the Every Child Matters well-being outcomes. 

· Children and young people are able to take safe risks in their learning, within an environment that promotes experiential learning. 

· Displays in learning areas and along corridors of children’s and young people’s work show clear links to the ECM outcomes.
