Standard 5: Personalised Learning 

Personalised learning, which builds on children and young people’s interests, aptitudes and strengths, making education more responsive to individual learners’ needs, promotes high expectations, enjoyment and appropriate challenges in learning, within and beyond the educational setting. 
Personalised Learning checklist 
· Children and young people are active participants in the personalised learning process. 

· Children and young people assess and review their own personalised provision and progress towards successfully meeting the ECM outcomes. 

· Children and young people can follow flexible, tailored, appropriate, personalised curriculum pathways.

· Flexible timetabling and grouping arrangements promote personalisation to support and meet children and young people’s learning and well-being needs. 

· Productive partnerships with parents/carers, external service providers and members of the local community promote and develop lifelong learning opportunities and effective citizenship among children and young people within the educational setting.

· ICT and multi-media technology are utilised effectively to develop and support personalised learning.
