Week 42, Task 32 – Moderating Standards and Creating a School Portfolio

The final piece within our assessment of ICT jigsaw deals directly with the concepts of assessment
for learning and, in particular, with a shared understanding of learning goals and outcomes in
order to produce a clear understanding of the next steps for learning between pupil and teacher.
To that end, it is recommended that each pupil has access to their own electronic folder into
which all of their ICT-related work is collected. Furthermore, they should be encouraged from a
very early age to take ownership of that system and to operate folders that relate directly to their
tasks and learning objectives as demonstrated in Figure 11.2
